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1.0 Rosters
1.1 Player Rosters

All players and parents sign a commitment letter when they are selected to a PHA REP team at tryouts. All players must be registered with the PHA prior to your team being rostered with the OMHA.   

1.2 Team Official Rosters

All team officials (Coach, Manager, Trainers, On-Ice Helpers) need to have the correct level of coach and trainer courses in order to be rostered to the team.

Also, all Team Officials including On-Ice helpers are required to take the Prevention Services Course (PRS or Speak-out).

All team officials (Coach, Manager, Trainers, On-Ice Helpers) have Police Record Checks (PRC) done before the team can receive their roster back from the PHA.  PRC’s can be obtained at the local police station. Teams can put the cost into their budget and re-imburse  the team staff.

You can roster/card a maximum of five coaching staff. If you intend on carding two assistant coaches, and two trainers in addition to the head coach you should card your second trainer as a 'Managers'. They should then be put on the game sheet as the manager at every game he attends from that point on, as they are the official carded manager. The manager’s name would then never go on the game sheet.

2.0
Affiliate Players or AP’s

Affiliate players or AP’s are additional players that can be called up for games.

In order to do this, they must be on the Affiliate Roster Form which will be available in late August. 

2.1 Affiliate Player form (there may be changes to this as it may be online this season).

· Each player may be Affiliated to only one team. 

· Each team is allowed to have a maximum of 19 Affiliated Players.

· Your Affiliated Player list should be kept to players that you plan to use, as these players may be needed for other teams. 

· On the form list all players that are to be AP'd to your team. They must be signed by the Players Coach and Parent. These Affiliated Player Forms must then be approved by the OMHA Rep. If you need to AP additional players throughout the season, additional forms can be filled out. These will then be appended (by the OMHA) to the original AP form. The process is the same as when you fill out the original forms. 

2.2 Call-up Process

There is a formal process that must be followed to AP players. Teams have first access to players on the team in the level directly below them (e.g. Major Atom AA draws from Major Atom A), and then to the players on the teams in the age group directly below them (e.g. Major Atom AA draws from Minor Atom AA). 

If a coach intends to AP a player, they need to call that player's coach BEFORE he contacts the player's parents. It is the player's right to refuse to be AP'd to a team. 

Always keep your AP forms with your team roster and have it available at all games. This will be especially important during the playoffs. 

2.3 Affiliation Chart

Affiliation Chart Guidelines – if you do anything different from this, it must be approved by the VP, OMHA Bill Redmond.

Tournaments

3.1
PHA Tournaments

All PHA teams are expected to participate in the PHA tournament at their level.  The cost for all PHA teams for our tournament is $500.

3.2
OMHA Tournaments

When entering OMHA tournaments, you must obtain permission from the PHA. This tear we are using the same form from the OMHA for Non-OMHA tournaments (see 3.3).  If you are going to an OMHA tournament, there is no sanction fee. Copies of the form can also be found in the coach’s room at Don Beer. Fill in the form and put in the mailbox for Bill Redmond, OMHA VP for approval. This form can be used to show the tournament that the PHA has approved your entry in the tournament if requested.

3.3
Non- OMHA Tournaments

When entering tournaments for organizations outside of the OMHA, (GTHL, ALLIANCE, Ottawa, Other Provinces, and USA) you must follow the procedure in 3.2 and also the following procedure to obtain permission from the OMHA. 

1) Fill in the OMHA Travel Permit Form found in on the OMHA website. This will be emailed to all teams as well. Copies can also be found in the coach’s room at Don Beer.


2) Attach a cheque payable to the   ‘PHA’ for $20. and put it in Bill Redmond’s mailbox. The PHA will look after paying the OMHA on your behalf.

3) Once approved  the form will  be returned to your mailbox at Don Beer Arena. 

Turnaround time for these forms from the OMHA is approximately  7-10 days. Plan ahead and ensure that they are provided to the PHA in a timely manner. 

     PHA approval must be approved in advance for all tournaments

     requiring  overnight  accommodations. No Exceptions.

4.0
Sponsors

4.1 Team Sponsor Rules

Teams have the following sponsorship options in regards to  Rep and Select Sweaters:

Option 1:
Teams  can have one sponsor on all home jerseys, one sponsor on all away jerseys, or one sponsor on both sets of jerseys. (all families share in the funds collected under this option).

Option 2:
Teams may  obtain individual sweater sponsors. 

(the sponsor fee collected can be used as an individual sponsor).

The following terms apply to both options:

-
Teams are responsible for collecting all funds  from the sponsor.

-
Funds must be shown on the team budget statement. 

-
All related costs are the responsibility of the team and sponsor bars must be purchased from the PHA official supplier.

-
Any team not conforming to these rules will be treated as a disciplinary issue.

-
Maximum one sponsor per jersey

-
Sponsor fee to be determined by the individual team with a maximum of $500 per jersey. 

-
Please note that teams are not allowed to approach existing PHA HL Sponsors. 

5.0
Jerseys
5.1 Team Jerseys

All teams receive 2 sets of PHA Jerseys and Socks. In October, teams will receive your bill for the jerseys and socks ordered.  If jerseys fit from previous seasons, then they can be re-used.

Sweater bags can be acquired at Durham Wholesale. If you are going to allow players to carry their own sweaters, they must be kept in garment bags to be purchased at the team’s expense.

Fundraising

6.1 Activities and approvals

All Fundraising activities must be approved by Susan Thompson, VP Fundraising.

Please email Susan (Email address available on PHA Website)  with Team name, activity, and date. 

7.0
Game Officials

7.1   Referees 

· All officials will be provided by the PHA for all games played in Pickering. 

· Under no circumstances will anyone be allowed to enter the official’s dressing room after the game, so please make sure they are paid before the game. 

· Just a reminder, do not ask the referees about suspensions. Check your OMHA Manual of Operations which are provided in September. 

· Officials for all home games will be booked by the PHA. For exhibition
 games being played in Pickering – please contact Sylvie Morra  via email at sylmorra@rogers.com

· Kevin needs at least 4 days (96 hours) notice for all exhibition games. 

· It should be noted that no game should be played with less than two officials and an approved timekeeper. There is a significant suspension to the head coach for undertaking a game without at least two officials. 

· A procedure for missing referees will be documented prior to the season start. 

7.2   Referee Payment 

· Teams will pay for the refs out of their own budget.

7.2
Timekeepers 

Timekeepers are provided by the league for all league and playoff games. It is the teams responsibility of the teams to pay the timekeepers. The funds for this come from the team’s budget for the season.

8.0
Financial Information

8.1   Financial Statements and Budgets

· Each team will be required to keep records of all of their financial transactions and may be required to submit back-up documentation to the league if requested.  All Bank accounts must have 2 signing officers.

· Team Budgets must be submitted to Steve Scott, Treasurer prior to September 1. 

· Financial Statements must be provided to Steve Scott twice per season, mid-season (December 31st), and at the end of the Season summary.

· A sample is provided on the PHA Website.

· Rep Fees are due to the league by October 1st. cover the cost of the ice that rep teams receive above and beyond what your league registration covers. 

9.0 PHA Correspondence

9.1
Team Mailboxes

· Each team will be assigned a PHA Mail Box. These mailboxes will be located near the PHA hockey office at Don Beer Arena. 

· Please ensure that the mailboxes are checked regularly. 

9.2 Email

· This will be the most used method of communication throughout  the season. 

·  Please check your email regularly and respond promptly when information is requested. 

10.0    PHA Development

· Details will be available to your coaching staff by the end of August.

· All teams should plan on a budget of $1,000 to be billed towards the PHA Development program. 
11.0 PHA Ice Allocation

11.1
Preseason Ice

· Each team will be sent out their pre-season ice allotment, which begins in the last week of August.  This ice is not covered by your Rep Fees. You will be billed separately for this ice.

· The rate for ice this season is  $165 per hour.

· No outside instructors will be allowed on PHA ice unless approved by the PHA.  PHA ice is any ice that you are paying the PHA ice for.

11.2
Regular Season Ice

· Within the next month each team will receive their regular dates for games and practices throughout the regular season. 

· This will not be the schedule, it will be a notification of the nights of the week you will be playing and practicing.

·  For example, Practice on Tuesday and play home games on Saturday in most cases.

11.3
Playoff Ice 

· When playoffs start in January, ice becomes more difficult to schedule.

· There will be times when you will be scheduled on different nights of the week in place of your normal times.

11.4 Ice Scheduler

· Marko Taskas is the league Ice Scheduler and will be communicating with you when there are changes to your ice schedule.  Marko’s email can be found on the PHA Website.

12.0    PHA On-Ice Dress Code (2009/2010 Season)

12.1
Helmets and Pants

The Official PHA colour for Pants and Helmets will be black. All Rep and Select League players must adhere to this colour code. 

12.2
Sponsor Bars for Jerseys

The sponsor and name bars for PHA teams must be purchased and sewn on by Durham Sports to ensure consistency.  It is up to the individual team to determine where the sponsor and name bars are to go on the jerseys (above or below the number on the back of the jersey).
